1st Reading
1 Samuel 8. 4-11

Then all the elders of Israel gathered together and
came to Samuel at Ramah, and said to him, ‘You are
old and your sons do not follow in your ways; appoint
for us, then, a king to govern us, like other

nations.” But the thing displeased Samuel when they
said, ‘Give us a king to govern us.” Samuel prayed to
the LORD, and the LORD said to Samuel, ‘Listen to the
voice of the people in all that they say to you; for they
have not rejected you, but they have rejected me
from being king over them. Just as they have done to
me, from the day | brought them up out of Egypt to
this day, forsaking me and serving other gods, so also
they are doing to you. Now then, listen to their voice;
only—you shall solemnly warn them, and show them
the ways of the king who shall reign over them.’

So Samuel reported all the words of the LORD to the
people who were asking him for a king. He said,
‘These will be the ways of the king who will reign over
you: he will take your sons and appoint them to his
chariots and to be his horsemen, and to run before
his chariots;

1 Samuel 3: 1-10

Now the boy Samuel was ministering to

the LORD under Eli. The word of the LORD was rare in
those days; visions were not widespread.

At that time Eli, whose eyesight had begun to grow
dim so that he could not see, was lying down in his
room; the lamp of God had not yet gone out, and
Samuel was lying down in the temple of the LORD,
where the ark of God was. Then the LORD called,
‘Samuel! Samuel!” and he said, ‘Here | am!” and ran to
Eli, and said, ‘Here | am, for you called me.” But he
said, ‘l did not call; lie down again.” So he went and
lay down. The LORD called again, ‘Samuel!’ Samuel got
up and went to Eli, and said, ‘Here | am, for you called
me.” But he said, ‘I did not call, my son; lie down
again.” Now Samuel did not yet know the LORD, and
the word of the LORD had not yet been revealed to
him. The LORD called Samuel again, a third time. And
he got up and went to Eli, and said, ‘Here | am, for
you called me.” Then Eli perceived that the LORD was
calling the boy. Therefore Eli said to Samuel, ‘Go, lie
down; and if he calls you, you shall say, “Speak, LORD,
for your servant is listening.” * So Samuel went and
lay down in his place.

Now the LORD came and stood there, calling as
before, ‘Samuel! Samuel!” And Samuel said, ‘Speak,
for your servant is listening.’.
